The following specifications must be followed for the construction of a first-floor patio extension.  No other options are permitted to ensure harmony throughout the community.  There are size options, but no deviation from stone work or color.  The LAP condominium Board of Directors has approved this specification only, for any patio extension to be installed.
The LAP Board of Directors is not required to approve a patio extension request.  The request may be declined due to underground utilities, insufficient space to build, right of ways, or other requirements.  A Board member will review the proposed patio site prior to construction, during construction, and after construction.  Any deviation from the specifications will need to be corrected to the satisfaction of the Board of Directors.
A Request for Alteration is required, as well as, a signed copy of the included agreement with the LAP Condominium Association which grants a “temporary” installation of a patio extension.  Should a future owner not want the patio, the current owner must remove it and restore the CE to its original condition.  Since the installation of a patio at Lakes at Polaris is considered “temporary” a construction permit should not be required.
Note: No structural changes to the LAP Condominium buildings are allowed per the bylaws therefore this specification only applies to first-floor Condominium Units.
